more fulsome and diverse online resource. We are recruiting
across Canada with partners in Ontario, Nova Scotia, and
Quebec.

Medical cannabis and chronic pain

We have several initiatives related to understanding
experiences and access to medical cannabis for chronic pain,
including a literature review of patient experience, a series of
stakeholder interviews and focus groups in Canada and
Australia, and ideas for future research proposals. We have just
received a second University of Toronto - University of Sydney
collaboration grant!

Transitions and health during war: experiences of Ukrainian refugees

St. Mary's Hospital Foundation and Research Centre have generously provided some seed
funding to develop a proposal to interview Ukrainian refugees, hosts, and clinicians who have
resettled in Canada. We aim to learn about their experiences to help inform decision makers and
providers involved in their care. This project will be conducted in partnership with community-
based groups.

Experiences of frontline rehabilitation workers during the pandemic
Our team is starting a project to interview frontline workers at the Rehabilitation Centre to
understand their experiences of providing care during the pandemic.
